 The Animal Enrichment Committee is hard at 

work ensuring the comfort, security, and well being of 

the animals not only at the shelter, but in homes.  Our 

newest endeavor is a partnership with the Franklin 

Township Food Bank to provide pet food to those 

residents who need help feeding their pets.  

 Increasing food and gas prices, coupled with job 

losses and home foreclosures, have made it difficult for 

many to provide for their families.  Unfortunately, 

families are sometimes forced to give up their pets. It is 

this situation that we are trying to overcomeτwe want 

to keep the animals out of the already overcrowded 

shelters and in their homes where they belong. 

  In July, Lisa Revel and I met with the staff of the 

Franklin Township Food Bank.  They were very excited to 

begin working with SCFA to provide pet food to the 

families they serve.  In August, Lisa and I, along with 

Frank Breen and Pat Revel, delivered our first load of pet 

food to the food bankτ80 bags of dog, puppy, cat, and 

kitten food.  The deliveries of pet food will continue on a 

monthly basis to keep the Food Bank stocked.  Along 

with the food we are also providing information on yes... 

you guessed it... low cost spay/neuter!! 

  The initial interest was from approximately 50 

families with 92 animals.  We expect this number to 

increase as word spreads regarding the new program.  If 

you would like to donate dog, cat, kitten, or puppy food 

for this program, please drop the food off at Frank 

Breen's house (please do not drop them off at the 

shelter).  For directions, please contact Frank at 732-873-

2552.  

  Longer term we would like to be able to provide 

items like monthly flea/tick and heartworm medications 

as well as items like litter, bedding, treats and toys.

Noelle Majorczakτa twelve-year-old Piscataway 
residentτis giving back to the community in a very 
special way. She is raising a Seeing Eye puppy through 
the Seeing Eye Organization. She decided to do this 
when her older sister, Natalie, told her about a friend 
who was raising a dog for her senior project. After 
doing some research and discussing it with the 
άŘŜŎƛǎƛƻƴ-ƳŀƪŜǊǎΣέ ŀ Ǉƭŀƴ ǿŀǎ ōƻǊƴΦ  
  
Leslie, a blonde-coated golden retriever puppy arrived 
with a Seeing Eye representative and it was love at 
first sight! (Please pardon the pun.) Leslie 
immediately made friends with the Majorczak's pets: 
Penny, a chocolate lab; Jake, a yellow lab that is 
Penny's son; and Lucky, a cocker spaniel and poodle 
mix. 
  
According to Noelle, she needs to raise Leslie as a 
normal puppy yet do a few things differently. Leslie 
needs to learn commands such as "sit," "lie down," 
"stay back," "rest," "park time," (for going outside), 
"come," and "go to your place." The most challenging 
thing to teach her has been not to jump on people.  
 
To meet approval by the Seeing Eye, Leslie lives with 
bƻŜƭƭŜΩǎ ŦŀƳƛƭȅ ŦƻǊ мн-18 months. Then she goes back 
to the Seeing Eye for four months of intensive 
training. They test her on what she knows and how 
she behaves. They also teach her a few new things. At 
the end of the four months they test her again and if 
she passes, she is then given to a blind person as their 
άŜȅŜǎέ ŀƴŘ ŀǎ ŀƴ ƻŦŦƛŎƛŀƭ ǎŜǊǾƛŎŜ ŘƻƎΦ 
 
When asked what advice she can give to other kids 
who are interested in doing this, Noelle suggests that 
you need to be really committed to the effort. She 
says it takes a lot of time, but is very rewarding. You 
also need to be patient. If interested, she suggests 
you sign up as soon as you and your family decide, 
because that way you will get a puppy faster. For 
more information visit: www.seeingeye.org.

 During the summer months, when the weather was beautiful and 

warm, a lot of people decide to feed wildlife.  Examples of this include the 

feeding of birds, squirrels, or stray cats.  These animals have come to 

depend on this food through the summer.  Many have stopped searching 

for other food sources and have become dependent on your backyard 

feeder or that bowl of cat food left on the porch.  It is very important that 

you do not stop feeding them during the cold fall and winter months.  Not 

all birds migraǘŜΣ ǘƘŜ ǎǉǳƛǊǊŜƭǎ ǿƻƴΩǘ ƘƛōŜǊƴŀǘŜ ǘƘŜ ŜƴǘƛǊŜ ǎŜŀǎƻƴΣ ŀƴŘ ǘƘŀǘ 

ǎǘǊŀȅ Ŏŀǘ ƛǎƴΩǘ ƎƻƛƴƎ ǘƻ ƭŜŀǾŜ ŦƻǊ ǿŀǊƳŜǊ ŎƭƛƳŀǘŜǎΦ  ¢ƘŜǎŜ ŀƴƛƳŀƭǎ ŎƻǳƭŘ 

starve to death if you stop feeding them.

If 

you have barn cats, please make a place for them to sleep off the ground 

and away from harsh weather (such as a shed, barn, or garage) and give 

them old blankets or towels to keep warm.  Our petǎΩ ŦǳǊǊȅ Ŏƻŀǘǎ ǿƛƭƭ ƻƴƭȅ 

protect them so much from the cold and snow, thus it is our responsibility 

as their owners to provide a warm protective shelter in which to live.
