Longhairs like me have trou-
ble maintaining our beautiful
appearances so we need some
help from our human com-
panions. To avoid painful
(and oh-so-unsightly!) mats,
longhaired cats require brush-
ing at least twice a week and
some really need daily

grooming.

Unfortu-
nately,
many of

. my lovely
counterparts earn a bad repu-
tation for being difficult to
groom but many cats can
adapt to grooming — if the

owner is patient.

Here are some tips to helping
us look our best:

1. Go slowly. Let us sniff the
brush or comb. Brush us gen-

tly and slowly once or twice
and end the session on a good
note. Work your way up to
longer sessions.

2. Try to keep to a regular
schedule. It is much easier to
prevent mats if you groom us
every week rather than every
few months.

3. If you find a mat, DO NOT
CUT IT. You could cut our
skin and that hurts. Gently try
to comb the mat out and hold
the mat in your hand to mini-
mize pulling of our skin.

4. Have the proper tools: a good steel
comb that has teeth of two sizes, a
fine-toothed or flea comb and a groom-
ing brush made with natural bristle.
Before starting, run your fingers
through the entire coat; this will help
us relax. Then run the wide-toothed
section of the steel comb lightly
through the fur from head to tail. Comb
under the chin, chest, stomach, inside

the legs, and under the tail. Then use a
small-toothed or flea comb for the fine
fur around the face and ears, combing
forward carefully toward the nose.

5. If you are hesitant to brush your cat,
then take him or her to a professional

groomer.

Proper hair care is not just about
beauty. Being free of mats and knots

makes us more comfortable and allows

Frank Breen
wasn’t sur-
rounded by
animals grow-
ing up. It
certainly seems like he’s mak-
ing up for lost time! He has
one dog and four cats — all
adopted from shelters or off
the street. And every bedroom
continuously houses so many
foster cats and kittens that his
home is considered the shel-

ter‘s annex.

Right now, he is caring for two
kittens with upper respiratory,
one cat with ringworm, one
feral cat with six kittens and
another feral cat with two kit-
tens (and they‘re all isolated
from each other). Nearly a
dozen fosters at one time is
typical for Frank, who just
adds their care to his routine
care of his own pets. He
spends about two hours in the
morning and one hour at night
cleaning and feeding and then
small socialization times
throughout the day. Although
he doesn’t keep track, Frank
estimates that he’s fostered
about 300 cats and kittens
since he started fostering a
pregnant cat three years ago.
